When you read the auction list in this is-
sue of the Crystal Ball, and you begin to
get excited about some special piece on
which you are prepared to bid away your
life’s savings, we offer a few simple sug-
gestions.  Follow these and you are sure
to have a much more enjoyable auction
experience.

1. No matter how rare the piece, do not
bid more than the current market value
of your home.

2. Even if you’re excited, never bid against
yourself.  Also, it’s usually not wise to
bid against your own spouse.

3. Do not let the auctioneer catch you
falling asleep; he may place bids for you.

4. If you win a hotly contested piece, it is
considered rude to gloat by standing up
and screaming, “You don’t wanna mess
with the man!”

5. When you want a piece that’s worth a
lot of money, don’t make the auctioneer
go all the way down to fifty cents before
you place an opening bid.  It’s a long
enough day already.
